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QUICK OFFICIAL PROCEDURES NOTICE TO OWNERS & 
TRAINERS

In order to accelerate making races official when no interference has been suspected 
or occurred, nor any other reason that may necessitate a delay in making the race 
official, the following procedure is in effect at Del Mar Thoroughbred Club:

Request for “HOLD.” An outrider or Quick Official designee equipped with a two-
way radio for communication with the stewards, will be designated and stationed 
on or beyond the turn past the finish wire. Jockeys wishing to request a “hold” on 
the race becoming official for any reason will so communicate their wishes to the 
outrider or Quick Official designee. If a horse is pulled up after crossing the finish line, 
prior to reaching the outrider, that jockey must proceed, if capable, near enough to 
communicate to the outrider if he or she wishes to request a “hold.” Should a horse 
pull up before crossing the finish line and the jockey cannot communicate with the 
outrider, the stewards have the option to place a hold on the race until they are 
confident that the race is clear.

In order to permit owners or trainers to request a hold, telephone lines to the stewards 
have been installed at the following prominent locations at Del Mar Thoroughbred 
Club:

1. House Phone, Turf Club

2. Horsemen’s Lounge

3. Clubhouse Terrace

4. Box seat area, Grandstand & Clubhouse

The choices for owners and trainers are either to register a claim of foul or to request 
a hold until consultation. Stewards may request ID from the caller, to be confirmed 
by the telephone attendant.

Jockeys will continue to weigh in after the race in the same fashion as is customary. 
After they have had a chance to consult, jockeys and/or owners and/or trainers who 
have requested a hold must notify the stewards for the reasons of their objection. 
The jockeys who have requested a hold shall also contact the stewards.

At any time the outrider or Quick Official designee is not confident regarding the 
decision to permit a “Quick Official,” he or she will request a hold.

CALIFORNIA HORSE RACING BOARD OFFICE

• HOURS. The California Horse Racing Board Office is open on Wednesday 7:00-3:00 
and Thursday through Sunday 7:00-3:30 (ext. 3885). Licenses may be applied for 
and renewed or validated. Full information on workmen’s compensation is also 
available at this office.

• The rules of racing adopted by the California Horse Racing Board govern all races 
under the auspices of the Del Mar Thoroughbred Club. A copy of these rules is 
available at the offices of the California Horse Racing Board.
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3. the racing secretary is notified of such nerving at the time such horse is admitted 
to the grounds of a racing association, 

4. the posterior digital neurectomy was performed prior to October 1, 2008, and 

5. the horse's registration or eligibility certificate is marked to indicate such nerving.

• VISITS TO WINNERS’ CIRCLE. As a safety precaution the Stewards urgently request 
that owners and trainers of winning horses restrict the number of guests within the 
winners’ circle to the absolute minimum.

• IDENTIFICATION. No horse shall be permitted to start that has not been fully identified.
• The registration papers of every horse entered to start at this meeting must be on file in 

a Racing Secretary’s office before or at the time such entry is made unless otherwise 
approved by the Stewards.

• If the papers of a horse have been lost or destroyed arrangements can be made 
through the Horse Identification Bureau to obtain duplicates.

• TATTOOING OF HORSES. All trainers are required to notify the Horse Identification 
Office of all un-tattooed horses as they arrive on the grounds. Two-year-olds that 
have been officially identified through Horse I.D. will have preference in over-filled 
races.

• PADDOCK SCHOOLING. Appointments for schoolers will be taken in person, or by 
calling the paddock judge at 858-792-4341 at 8:00 a.m. day of race. A total of 14 horses 
are allowed in the paddock at one time. "In Today" horses have first preference, all 
others will be given spots as they become available. Trainers are strictly limited to 
5 spots per day. NO AFTERNOON SCHOOLING ON OPENING DAY, PACIFIC CLASSIC 
DAY OR CLOSING DAY.

• REGISTRATION OF HORSES. Attention Owners & Trainers!: In compliance with a 
directive from the California Horse Racing Board, foal certificates must have the 
proper ownership displayed on the back in order to be eligible for registration and 
racing.

• After horses have been registered with the Racing Secretary, listing their owners, 
no horse will be transferred (unless claimed at this meeting) without permission 
of the Stewards who will require a notarized bill of sale from the registered owner.

HORSEMEN’S BOOKKEEPER & PAYMASTER

• The Paymaster of Purses Office is open from 10:00 a.m. (except Friday which is 
noon) until after the last race on racing days to transact business with horsemen 
— 858-794-1034, Fax 858-794-1049.

• No purse money will be available until cleared by the California Horse Racing Board.
• Owners and Trainers are required to deposit jockey fees with the Horsemen’s 

Bookkeeper before a horse starts in a race.

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7.    Horses that run will receive a running date corresponding to the date they race 
and lose the date previously held.

8.    Any horse that runs during the Del Mar meeting at another race track and whose 
papers are not withdrawn from the Del Mar racing office will automatically 
be given the corresponding date of the date they run plus one additional day.

9.    Horses which are scratched will keep their R date for the day they scratch.

10. Any horse running in a stakes race at Del Mar will retain its previously held 
preference date.

11. Preference dates are good at any distance and for any category, with the 
exception of Rule #2.

12. All horses placed on the Stewards, Veterinarians or Starters lists will be posted 
in the racing office. They will not be permitted to enter until they have been 
approved to start. Horses placed on these lists will keep their dates if they ran 
in the particular race in which they made the list. Horses which are scratched 
will be given a date for the day the horse comes off the list.

13. Horses which have established a date at the current meeting may lose that 
preference date should their papers be withdrawn from the Racing Office or 
demonstrate intent to race elsewhere. Should a horse’s papers be withdrawn 
from the Racing Office for just cause, (i.e., tattoo, corrections, or clarification, 
etc.) the Racing Secretary may determine the status of the preference date 
established.

14. In no way does the claiming, ownership transfer or trainer transfer of a horse 
affect the preference date.

15. All registration papers turned in on a non-racing day and horses that come off a 
list on a non-racing day, the next racing day will be used as their preference date.

16. A Maiden that runs in any winners race will not lose its previously held date.

17. Dates received in non-Claiming Maiden races will not apply to any Maiden-
Claiming races.

18. Cal-Bred Maidens that run in open Maiden Special races will retain their date.

19. In overfilled races trainers must declare a first and second choice with horses 
having any common ownership. In all races except for stakes, regardless of all 
conditions, same owner second will be in last.

20. For horses entering the Barrett’s paddock sale, foal papers must be turned 
into the Barrett’s office or racing office by opening day to receive a zero date.

The preference rules (#16 & #17) are designed so a Maiden can run in a winners 
race or a Maiden-Claimer can run in a non-Claiming Maiden race and those races 
will not count against them regarding their preference date.

Any horse on the “also eligible” that is declared will retain its original date providing 
there are no scratches in the body of the race.
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GUIDELINES PER CHRB
• Unsoundness Requiring a Veterinary Scratch from a Race or being Observed 

Post-Race.
• The horse shall be placed on the Veterinarian’s List for a minimum of ten days. On 

the eleventh day or thereafter, the horse shall be required to work five-eighths of 
a mile in an official time of 1:03 or better and demonstrate racing soundness to the 
Official Veterinarian or Racing Veterinarian. A post-work blood sample shall be taken 
following the work. Only medications allowed to show on race day may be used 
and the medication levels may not exceed those allowed on race day. An equine 
urine sample may also be required at the discretion of the Official Veterinarian.

• Illness or Injury Requiring a Veterinary Scratch.
• Horses on the Veterinarian's List as sick or injured shall stay on the Veterinarian's 

list for 10 days. The horse can be entered to race while on the Veterinarian's List 
provided his sound health has been satisfactorily demonstrated to the Official 
Veterinarian and the race in which he is entered is on the 13th day or thereafter. 

• Removal from the Veterinarian’s List.
• Horses to be removed from the Veterinarian’s List for unsoundness must work five-

eighths of a mile to the satisfaction of the Official Veterinarian no matter how long 
the horse has been on the Veterinarian’s List or turned out.

• ALL WORKS FOR REMOVAL FROM THE VETERINARIAN’S LIST SHALL BE BY 
APPOINTMENT ONLY.

RULE 1634 – CLAIMING OPTION ENTRY
• (a) At the time of entry into a claiming race, the owner may opt to declare a horse 

ineligible to be claimed provided: 

1. The horse has been laid off and has not started for a minimum of 180 days since 
its last race, and 

2. The horse is entered for a claiming price equal to or greater than the price at 
which it last started. 

• (b) Failure to declare the horse ineligible at the time of entry may not be remedied. 

• (c) Ineligibility shall apply only to the first start following each such layoff. 

NOTE: Authority cited: Sections 19420 and 19440, Business and Professions Code. 
Reference: Sections 19408.2 and 19562, Business and Professions Code. HISTORY:

RULE 1658 – VESTING OF TITLE TO CLAIMED HORSE

• (a) Title to a horse which is claimed shall be vested in the successful claimant 
from the time the field has been dispatched from the starting gate and the horse 
becomes a starter; and said successful claimant becomes the owner of the horse 
unless voided by the stewards under the provisions of this article. Only a horse 
which is officially a starter in the race may be claimed. A subsequent disquali-
