• CALIFORNIA-BRED RACES. Beginning Jan. 1, 2009, all California-Bred races 
will read "for California Bred or California Sired." A "California Sired" horse is a 
thoroughbred that was conceived in California by a registered California stallion. A 
California-sired horse is only eligible for entry in races restricted to California-bred 
or California-sired horses and is not eligible for any breeders or owners awards. 
For further information, contact the CTBA at 626-445-7800.

• California-Bred supplemental purse monies earned in qualifying open races will 
be disregarded for eligibility purposes. Any California Bred that wins the first 
conditioned allowance race twice in Northern California will be eligible to run in 
the open second conditioned allowance race in Southern California.

• Starter races shall be considered the same as Claiming races, except where the 
conditions state to the contrary. Starter races will not be considered as claiming 
races in regards to preference clauses. Starter race earnings will not be counted in 
stakes preference earnings.

• Horses penalized in a race shall not be entitled to any of the allowances in such 
a race. Horses not entitled to the first allowance in a race are not entitled to the 
second and if not the second, then to any subsequent allowance unless specified 
in the conditions of the race.

• Owners and trainers when entering horses in races are cautioned to check carefully 
the eligibility of their horse and the allowances claimed in all races. Under the 
universal rules of racing an owner or trainer is responsible for the eligibility and the 
weight the horse carries. The Racing Secretary will be glad to give horsemen any 
information in respect to their horses that is desired, but the final responsibilities 
rest with the owners and trainers.

• Retroactive purse changes and bonus payments will not be considered for eligibility, 
allowances or in any computation of earnings. Earnings as reported in the Daily 
Racing Form will be used for the purpose of determining eligibility, allowances and 
preference.

• Horses without a jockey named at entry time will have an alternate rider named by 
the Racing Office. Said horses must have a secured jockey by scratch time.

• Trainers must have an apprentice engaged before claiming an apprentice allowance.

• A rider may be named on two horses in a race provided one is on the also-eligible list.

• Any jockey taken off mounts due to illness is not eligible to be named on horses 
until approved by the Track Physician or the Stewards.

• A jockey engaged to ride any horse is bound to fulfill his engagement unless excused 
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by the Stewards. Should a rider become injured or ill on the way to the post or at the 
gate, and the Stewards designate a substitute rider, such rider will fulfill the order 
of the Stewards and complete the engagement on the horse.

• GROOMS’ ATTIRE. All grooms should be neatly dressed when taking horses to 
the paddock. Pony riders taking horses to the post in the public parade must wear 
jackets available at the receiving barn and must keep themselves and their mounts 
well groomed and their tack clean.

CALIFORNIA BRED OR SIRED MAIDEN BONUS PROGRAM 
ALONG WITH NEW ELIGIBILITY CONDITIONS FOR 

CALIFORNIA BREDS
Starting September 30, 2009, a new bonus program began for California Bred or 
Sired horses. Funded by the Thoroughbred Owners of California (TOC), California 
Thoroughbred Breeders Association (CTBA) and the various racing associations. 
This new program will greatly increase the return for those investing in California 
Bred or Sired horses. The goal of this program is to increase demand for California 
Bred or Sired horses by significantly increasing the purse money and opportunities 
available for California Bred or Sired horse The backbone of this new program is 
the creation of a lucrative maiden bonus program providing a quick return for those 
successfully racing California Bred or Sired horses.

This Program will provide:

1. A $17,500 bonus made available for owners of registered California Bred or Sired 
maidens in Maiden Special races in Southern California; and

2. A $10,000 bonus for owners of registered California Bred or Sired maidens in 
Maiden Special races in Northern California.

The bonus will go to the owner of the winner and will be paid directly by the CTBA. 

If a California Bred wins an open Maiden Special race. the owner would also receive 
the current owner bonus available in open company as well as the $17,500.

This program, designed to quickly reward those investing in California Bred or Sired 
horses will significantly increase their value overnight. The various racing secretaries 
support the tremendous boost and have made a commitment to write and fill more 
California Bred Sired Maiden Special races.

CALIFORNIA BRED OR SIRED ELIGIBILTY
ADVANTAGES TO WINNERS:

TWO-YEAR-OLDS

• State-bred wins shall not be considered for eligibility purposes in open allowance 
races for Two-Year -Olds. This shall include wins in any State-bred Two-Year -Old 
stakes. State-bred first condition allowance races may have an optional claiming 
price of $80,000.

California Retirement Management Account (CARMA) is a non-profit, charitable 
organization created to raise money for retired California racehorses. Founded in 
late 2007 it is run by an independent board of directors and is responsible for host-
ing fundraising events, educating owners and trainers on equine retirement, raising 
awareness, and working to unify the industry in support of our equine athletes. 

In addition, CARMA worked with the California Horse Racing Board (CHRB) to 
adopt a rule change allowing for a 0.3% deduction from purses to help fund equine 
retirement. This deduction, one owners can opt-out of, will be used to help support 
equine retirement farms and other non-profit programs that care for and retrain 
retired Thoroughbred racehorses. Owners can obtain opt-out forms at any of the 
paymaster offices in California or at www.chrb.ca.gov. |

CARMA manages a grant request process and disburses funds to qualified 
retirement facilities caring for, retraining and adopting Thoroughbred racehorses.  
CARMA is dedicated to the goal of providing funding for the rehabilitation, retrain-
ing and/or retirement of Thoroughbred horses that have raced in California. It is 
only through the cooperation and assistance of the entire industry that this can be 
accomplished.
