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QUICK OFFICIAL PROCEDURES NOTICE TO OWNERS & 
TRAINERS

In order to accelerate making races official when no interference has been suspected 
or occurred, nor any other reason that may necessitate a delay in making the race 
official, the following procedure is in effect at Del Mar Thoroughbred Club:

Request for “HOLD.” An outrider or Quick Official designee equipped with a two-
way radio for communication with the stewards, will be designated and stationed 
on or beyond the turn past the finish wire. Jockeys wishing to request a “hold” on 
the race becoming official for any reason will so communicate their wishes to the 
outrider or Quick Official designee. If a horse is pulled up after crossing the finish line, 
prior to reaching the outrider, that jockey must proceed, if capable, near enough to 
communicate to the outrider if he or she wishes to request a “hold.” Should a horse 
pull up before crossing the finish line and the jockey cannot communicate with the 
outrider, the stewards have the option to place a hold on the race until they are 
confident that the race is clear.

In order to permit owners or trainers to request a hold, telephone lines to the stewards 
have been installed at the following prominent locations at Del Mar Thoroughbred 
Club:

1. House Phone, Turf Club

2. Horsemen’s Lounge

3. Clubhouse Terrace

4. Box seat area, Grandstand & Clubhouse

The choices for owners and trainers are either to register a claim of foul or to request 
a hold until consultation. Stewards may request ID from the caller, to be confirmed 
by the telephone attendant.

Jockeys will continue to weigh in after the race in the same fashion as is customary. 
After they have had a chance to consult, jockeys and/or owners and/or trainers who 
have requested a hold must notify the stewards for the reasons of their objection. 
The jockeys who have requested a hold shall also contact the stewards.

At any time the outrider or Quick Official designee is not confident regarding the 
decision to permit a “Quick Official,” he or she will request a hold.

CALIFORNIA HORSE RACING BOARD OFFICE

• HOURS. The California Horse Racing Board Office is open on Wednesday 7:00-3:00 
and Thursday through Sunday 7:00-3:30 (ext. 3885). Licenses may be applied for 
and renewed or validated. Full information on workmen’s compensation is also 
available at this office.

• The rules of racing adopted by the California Horse Racing Board govern all races 
under the auspices of the Del Mar Thoroughbred Club. A copy of these rules is 
available at the offices of the California Horse Racing Board.

FIRE PREVENTION RULES

The following fire prevention rules and regulations pertaining to horsemen and the 
Del Mar Stable area will be in effect during the 2015 Del Mar Thoroughbred Club 
meeting.
• Regardless of size of fire, turn in an alarm. When stabling, locate nearest alarm 

box assigned your stable. Also note location of fire extinguisher and hose in your 
barn.

• Positively no smoking is allowed in horse stalls, feed rooms or other hazardous 
places. Striking or lighting of matches in stalls or feed rooms is also prohibited.

• If any fire equipment in your area is used or damaged please report it at once to 
the Stable Superintendent, or to any uniformed security guard, or report directly 
to the Fire Station located just south of the Receiving Barn on the track grounds.

• Do not connect any electrical appliance to lighting circuits at any time. Use 
convenience outlets on walls only for this purpose. Do not connect any two 
electrical appliances of 1000 watts or greater to any one convenience outlet 
circuit at any one time. If in doubt, contact stable electrician.

• Do not sleep in feed rooms. This is prohibited at all times.
• Cigar and cigarette stubs: Have a metal container partly filled with water to 

dispose of same in each tack room or where needed. Make certain that matches 
and cigarettes are extinguished.

• No parking of vehicles in front of fire equipment, barn runyards, gates, or barrier 
entrance to barns is allowed.

• Fire hose boxes and fire hydrants must remain in the clear, and the hose is to be used 
for fire only.

• All types of rubbish containers must remain outside of barns away from 
underneath the barn roofs.

• All electrical appliances must be in safe working condition. If they are not, report 
the electrical appliance trouble to the fire headquarters, to the security officers, 
or to the stable electrician.

• Do not face electrical heaters or devices too close to walls, bedding, clothing or 
any material or flammable nature.

• Use of flammable liquids in the barn area for spraying, cleaning, etc., is 
prohibited.

• Any type of DDT spraying fluid with an oil base or other oil-based liquid used for 
spraying the barn area must be approved by fire personnel.

• No open fires are permitted at any time.
• Do not tie horses or dogs to gate barriers or guard rails around fire hydrants. This 

also applies to fire hose boxes and extinguishers at the barns.
• All horses must have halters on when they are in their stalls.
• The halter shank is to be placed in the immediate vicinity of each horse.
• You are not permitted to place a lock of any type on stall doors of horses.

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8.    Any horse that runs during the Del Mar meeting at another race track and whose 
papers are not withdrawn from the Del Mar racing office will automatically 
be given the corresponding date of the date they run plus one additional day.

9.    Horses which are scratched will keep their R date for the day they scratch.

10. Any horse running in a stakes race at Del Mar will retain its previously held 
preference date.

11. Preference dates are good at any distance and for any category, with the 
exception of Rule #2.

12. All horses placed on the Stewards, Veterinarians or Starters lists will be posted 
in the racing office. They will not be permitted to enter until they have been 
approved to start. Horses placed on these lists will keep their dates if they ran 
in the particular race in which they made the list. Horses which are scratched 
will be given a date for the day the horse comes off the list.

13. Horses which have established a date at the current meeting may lose that 
preference date should their papers be withdrawn from the Racing Office or 
demonstrate intent to race elsewhere. Should a horse’s papers be withdrawn 
from the Racing Office for just cause, (i.e., tattoo, corrections, or clarification, 
etc.) the Racing Secretary may determine the status of the preference date 
established.

14. In no way does the claiming, ownership transfer or trainer transfer of a horse 
affect the preference date.

15. All registration papers turned in on a non-racing day and horses that come off a 
list on a non-racing day, the next racing day will be used as their preference date.

16. A Maiden that runs in any winners race will not lose its previously held date.

17. Dates received in non-Claiming Maiden races will not apply to any Maiden-
Claiming races.

18. Cal-Bred Maidens that run in open Maiden Special races will retain their date.

19. In overfilled races trainers must declare a first and second choice with horses 
having any common ownership. In all races except for stakes, regardless of all 
conditions, same owner second will be in last.

20. For horses entering the Barrett’s paddock sale, foal papers must be turned 
into the Barrett’s office or racing office by opening day to receive a zero date.

21. Any horse tha runs in an "off turf" race will receive a super date.

The preference rules (#16 & #17) are designed so a Maiden can run in a winners 
race or a Maiden-Claimer can run in a non-Claiming Maiden race and those races 
will not count against them regarding their preference date.

Any horse on the “also eligible” that is declared will retain its original date providing 
there are no scratches in the body of the race.

CLAIMING PROCEDURES

SALES TAX. The sales tax that must be paid when claiming is 8%.
AUTHORIZED AGENTS. Anyone acting as an authorized agent must secure a license 
from The California Horse Racing Board.

ELIGIBILTY TO CLAIM (CHRB RULE 1651). In claiming races any horse is subject to 
being claimed for its entered price by any racing interest, by any licensed horse 
owner, or by any person who has established his qualifications to claim by filing 
an application for license as horse owner and having been granted a certificate 
authorizing the claim. Such claim certificate shall not be issued until all conditions 
and qualifications for a horse owner’s license have been met or completed.
PERSONS WISHING TO OBTAIN OWNERS’ LICENSE THROUGH CLAIMING. An 
individual who desires to become an owner of a race horse through claiming may 
request an Open Claim Certificate from the CHRB by the following method:

1. Submit a completed Application for Horse Owner’s License to the California Horse 
Racing Board at the meeting where the Claim will be made. The applicant must 
have the name of a licensed trainer who will be responsible for the care of the 
claimed horse. In addition to the application, a financial statement, a complete 
fingerprint card, and a check or money order for the non-refundable fee is 
required.

2. The application will be processed and will be returned by the Board to the Stewards 
for a final recommendation. Upon approval, the Stewards may issue an Open Claim 
Certificate. When the Certificate is exercised, a Horse Owner’s license will be issued. 
An Owner’s License is not issued prior to the claim as one of the qualifications for 
license is the ownership of a qualified race horse. 

3. The time required for processing of the application is approximately 5 days.
MAY A CLAIMANT TRANSFER A HORSE HE HAS CLAIMED? A successful claimant 
may not transfer or sell a horse he has claimed (for racing purposes) for a period of 
30 days. The racing association may demand that the horse be removed from the 
grounds and the association is not obligated to provide such horse stall space on 
the grounds.
TRANSFER OF HORSES ON THE GROUNDS. The purchase or claim or transfer of 
any horse on the grounds at Del Mar, whether by private sale, claiming, or public 
auction DOES NOT GUARANTEE THE NEW OWNER A STALL FOR SUCH HORSE. The 
management of Del Mar Thoroughbred Club reserves the right to allocate stalls.
Horses claimed or sold to any person or stable not registered for racing at Del Mar 
must be removed from the grounds within 24 hours, unless permission to remain is 
given by Del Mar Thoroughbred Club.
1663. ENTRY OF CLAIMED HORSE. A horse claimed out of a claiming race shall be 
eligible to race at any racing association within the State of California immediately 
after being claimed. Claimed horses that do not win races in which they were claimed 
will be eligible to race within 25 days at the same level. Claimed winners will still 
be required to run for at least a 25% increase during the 25-day period. A claimed
